Affiliation of authors in order of numbered authors: no more than 3 affiliations for a single author

Abstract

Maximum 100 text-words. A graphical representation of the paper (in JPEG or PDF format) should be separately provided to be used as a graphic of the paper, along with the abstract, on the on-line and in print Table of Contents. The graphic should not exceed 500 pixels width/height.
Keywords: minimum 3- maximum 5 concepts, separated by comas.

1. Introduction

Concise description of the scientific context, missing or open points, the goal of the paper; about 50% of the citations should belong to introduction; citation are consecutive and in line square brackets as [1], [1,2], [1-3], etc.; they are emphasized in BLUE, as marked, for easier identification in e-form of the paper.

If equations are used in text they should be of linear style in text.

Outside-text equations should look be preceded and succeeded by NO punctuation like 
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Use MS Word or MathType equation function
Outside text equation should be written with clear fractions, etc.
Equations are numbered consecutively and referred in text consistently either as eq. (1) or as Eq. (1), respectively eqs. (1) and (2)/ Eqs. (1) and (2)
Figures (the same for Schemes and Tables) are numbered consecutively in arabics and cited in text either as Figure 1 or as Fig.1 but not as figure 1 or fig.1 

Captions of Figures, Scheme and Tables are centered in page and placed ABOVE the respective item, uniformly in all manuscript; they are separated by the rest of text or equations or in between them by one text row blank space; their caption is centered as well, start with <:> and end with NO punctuation.

The space between two main headings should be two text blank rows only.

2. Method(s)/Model(s)
Presents the original contribution of the paper, either theoretical or experimental set-up or both – in which case two sub-headers are considered; 

2.1. Theoretical Method/Model
Concise presentation, but with enough details and citations to be reproduced; if long derivations are involved, the result should be quoted here and the full derivation moved to Appendix: title of derivation
2.2. Experimental Method/Model
Describe materials, experimental set-up; if synthesis is involved, the details of synthesis should be placed at the end of the paper, along the Appendix: Synthesis details 

3. Application/Results and Discussions
Usually, for an Article the applications are compulsory, either for theoretical or experimental methods; they should be equally divided in two sub-sections, as results and discussions
3.1. Results/otherwise unified with 3.2 under above Section 3. second Title 
Here the results of models on certain natural or synthesized systems are presented, in forms of tables, comparative with former values, if possible, or obtained by other methods, with appropriate citation and description in text as well in tables’ captions; avoid footnotes and foot-tables notes, unless they refer to certain entries in table.

3.2. Discussion/otherwise unified with 3.1 under above Section 3. second Title
The reported results may be analyzed by drawing curves, interpolations, and while if the result is a Graph; the discussion will identify the critical points on those graphs, bonding frequencies, extrapolations, limits, recommendations.
4. Conclusion(s)
Usually longer than the Abstract, but less than Introduction, it captures the paper discourse from the Necessity-to-Method-Applicability-Consequences-Perspectives such that similar studies to be guided upon the presented data and by allied interpretations. 
Acknowledgement(s)
Individuals and body-founding Institutions may be equally praised.
Appendix/appendices
Theoretical long demonstration, experimental synthesis description or both should be placed in separate Appendix or Appendices, with titles of the matter treated therein.

A.1. Proof of Eq. (1)
Citations flow consecutively to the main text, while equations are here referred as Eq. (A1), (A2); the same for eventual figures (Figure A1, Figure A2, etc.), tables (Table A1, Table A2, etc.), or schemes, etc.

A.2. Synthesis of NnCmOpHs 
Citations flow consecutively after Appendix A.1, the same for figures, tables and schemes.
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
